CURRICULUM VITAE (CV)

All candidates are required to submit a typed CV together with a recent passport style photograph. Whilst, in order to allow candidates to express themselves in their preferred manner, there is no longer a prescribed format for such CVs, they may be no longer than two A4 sized pages. 
 
In constructing their CV, candidates should consider including information about their background and experience which is most likely to assist those voting in making a decision. Suggested points to include might be: 
 
a. Name 
b. History, including relevant professional experience and qualifications 
c. TRBL specific experience (e.g. management, welfare, fundraising, etc) 
d. A personal statement outlining what the candidate would bring to the position and what they hope to achieve during their tenure.

Annex I
STANDING ORDERS FOR THE CONDUCT OF BUSINESS AT THE COUNTY CONFERENCE
 
To be read with the current up to date Terms of Reference for County Conference Committee and Timetable for County Conference as published in the Membership Handbook 
 
1. The proposer of a motion shall be allowed five minutes for his speech; the seconder and all succeeding speakers, three minutes 
2. No member, except the proposer, shall be permitted to speak more than once on the same motion. The proposer, however, in exercising his/her right to reply, may speak a second time for not exceeding three minutes. 
3. Matters of urgency for the business of the Conference which do not appear on the Agenda, must be in writing, and in the hand of the Membership Support Officer before 9.30am on the day of Conference, for submission to the Standing Orders Committee of the Conference. 
4. When an amendment is moved to any motion, no second amendment shall be moved until the first is disposed of. If the amendment is carried, it shall be put as a substantive motion, to which an amendment may be moved. If the amendment is negative, a further amendment to the original may be moved. 
5. No motion or amendment may be withdrawn except by consent of the Conference. 
6. A Branch entitled to more than one delegate, having proposed an amendment or Motion in its own name, cannot second it. 
7. Discussions shall be closed if the motion “That the question now be put” be moved. 
8. In the event of a tie, the Chairman shall declare the Motion “Not Carried.” 
9. A motion for the suspension of any Standing Orders or for “Urgency” of any particular business on the Agenda shall be submitted to the Standing Orders Committee. Such motion shall, on the decision of the Committee, be put to the Conference, and declare to be carried if two-thirds of the delegates vote in its favour. 
10. All persons must be seated while the Chairman is standing. 
11. At the conclusion of the County President’s Address, such scrutinisers as may be deemed necessary shall be forthwith appointed. 
12. The decision of the Chairman shall be final upon any point as to the interpretation to be placed upon any Standing Order whether a motion has been carried or rejected. 
13. Any person disobeying the ruling of the Chairman may be suspended for the remainder of the Conference and reported to their Branch, upon the motion of the Chairman or of two others, put without debate, and carried.
