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BOB DRUMMOND

As was reported prior to his funeral on 9th June, a resume of Bob would follow to mark his passing and to record his interesting and varied Army service.

Firstly Bob had been a member of the Branch since 21 May 1996 when he moved to Shipston with his wife Mary. He was always a staunch supporter of Legion events and regularly paraded on Remembrance Sunday, including last year when being in a wheelchair at the age of 91 did not stop him doing so.  

Bob was the youngest son of an army family of two generations joining the Royal Engineers as a Boy Soldier in 1939. He progressed to the 6th Airborne Engineers attaining rank of Lance Corporal. Selected for officer training his "higher" maths were not considered adequate for the RE so he was commissioned into the Infantry.

Posted to India he underwent extensive infantry training, subsequently serving in Burma with the 14th Army in the war with Japan. Before VJ day severe illness forced his early return to the UK. Following a lengthy recovery time he served with the Royal Fusiliers in Germany in 1948, the same year he married Mary.

After staff jobs he served with the Worcestershire Regiment in Malaya during the emergency conflict. He then spent time in Egypt before serving operationally again in Cyprus during the EOKA troubles.

Returning to Germany in 1958 he was promoted Major in 1959 and there followed secondment to the Ghana Regiment in West Africa whom he helped train before serving with them in the war in the Congo.

After this Bob retired from the Army.  A full and varied career indeed.

Bob's funeral was a moving affair and a good send off for this fine man.

The Branch was represented.  May he rest in peace.
