It is reported with great sadness that Eric died on 13th March in Warwick Hospital aged 96. He had been frail and ill for some time.

Eric, who was born in Shipston, had been a staunch Branch Member since WW2 and served as President during the late 1980's. He remained an active supporter almost right up to the end, parading on Remembrance Sunday on his electrically powered vehicle.

Coupled with his fine WW2 service in the Royal Navy, in which he served in Coastal Forces rising to command a Motor Launch, he is an example to us all. His role in supporting, guiding and protecting the D Day invasion armada in 1944 was recognized by France who made him a Chevalier of the Legion d'Honneur due to his part in the liberation of France.

We mourn the loss of a comrade, fine man and friend and extend condolences to Ann, his wife, and Victoria, Janet and John plus seven grandchildren and six great grandchildren. Eric married Ann during the war when she was a serving Wren. Both she and son John are Branch members.

Eric's post war career was as a solicitor. He offered and gave his legal skills to many organisations in Shipston and thus was a great supporter of the community. He served as Mayor of Shipston as well.

There will no funeral but sometime in the future there will likely be a memorial Service. Details will be conveyed when known.
