It is with great sadness we report the death of Doug on 10th March aged 92. Doug had been ill for a while.

As an engineer, he served in an RAF Maintenance Unit during WW2 from 1 December 1942 to 20 February 1947 rising to the rank of Sergeant.

Post war he worked for Lockheed in Leamington Spa before working for Shipston Engineering until he retired.

Doug was a local man living latterly in Halford.

Like most of the Shipston WW2 vintage, Doug joined the Shipston Branch of The Royal British Legion soon after being demobilised. In fact, he was the Branch's longest serving member having joined in January 1949 (one month before Eric Whitehead who has also recently died).  He served on the Branch Committee and loyally supported Legion objectives and the Branch's activities.
