Branch member Arthur Winter sadly died aged 98 a short while ago, of which we were unaware, and his funeral has already taken place. We mourn the loss of a comrade and our condolences go to his two daughters and to his cousin, June Fenton, a Branch member.

Arthur’s WW2 experiences were featured in the Legion Magazine some three years ago. Domiciled in South Africa as he was, he served in the Royal Durban Light Infantry in the North African campaign.
He was captured near Tobruk becoming a POW and interned in Italy. Determined to escape when the allies landed in Italy, he did so but narrowly failed to reach their lines and was recaptured.

Transported to Germany, Arthur remained a POW until liberated by the advancing US Army close to the end of the war.

A Memorial Service for Arthur is being held on Wednesday 8 March at 2.00pm in St Edmund’s.
